PROGRAM COST INCLUSIONS: Tuition for workshop including materials; shared lodging during course workshop; all meals from lunch on August 30 to breakfast on September 6, 2009 and ground transportation from Johannesburg airport to Leshiba Wilderness (a five-hour drive). Participants may choose to fly from Johannesburg to Polokwane at their own expense if desired, where they will be collected and transported to Leshiba. Please contact TBI for more details.
PROGRAM COST EXCLUSIONS:  Air transportation to and from South Africa and/or air transportation to and from Johannesburg; meals prior to August 30 and meals after breakfast on Seprember 6; passport fees; dishes or beverages not included with meals; personal items such as laundry, fax or telephone calls; liquor; room service; excess baggage charges; fuel surcharges; travel insurance; medical expenses; and optional tips to guides.

WHAT TO EXPECT: The workshop begins with an evening lecture on the evening of August 30h. The next day, you and the other participants will begin a 6-day learning adventure to deepen your ability to listen to, learn from and echo nature. We’ll explore the 2,500 hectare game reserve in the Soutpansberg Mountains (located in the Limpopo Province of South Africa just west of the world famous Kruger National Park), one of the country’s most unique bio-diverse environments. The area has 335 indigenous tree species, white rhino, leopard, giraffe and many species of antelope. Leshiba's birdlife includes nesting pairs of black eagles, the rare and sorely sought after Narina Trogon, Knysna and Purple crested Louries, Crowned Eagles and Bat Hawks along with 255 other species. Leshiba is committed to preserving and encouraging the arts and culture of the indigenous Venda people. The Venda Village Lodge (where our workshop will be held) with its hand sculpted, luxurious, artistic wonderland is unlike anything else in Africa. Many breathtaking pieces of wood, sculpted statues, and ceramic urns by world-renowned artists adorn Leshiba. In conjunction with the local Venda Community, Leshiba has recently completed a Centre for Indigenous Knowledge, a think tank to secure indigenous knowledge and emerging technologies in fields as diverse as music, dance, healing, traditional medicine, medicinal plant harvesting, traditional, building, agriculture, wood carving, rock art, pottery, oratory, textiles, dress-making and beadwork. During this workshop, you’ll be invited to:  hike (must be fit enough to hike up to 1 mile in inclement conditions, over rocky and uneven terrain), swim, take night walks and game drives through the bush with experienced guides, enjoy game viewing by horseback (optional), explore with all your senses, and learn in an open-air classroom.
